I. Festival Days
Last Week: Reformation Sunday
Whete we are “freed from the Law”
This week: All Saints Sunday

Where we remember those to have faced the “Law”

II. Saints: “St. ”
Seen as those who have done exceedingly well.
Initially seen as those who have died for the faith
Ex: St. Paul, St. John, etc.

Later, Catholic Church canonizes saints who a) virtue was heroic
and b) “documentation of a miracle resulting from the intercession of the
prospective saint.”

Ex: St. Theresa of Calcutta in 2016

Matthew 5 used to describe these “saints”

“Blessed”

I11. Problem: We all have doubt and sin in us.
Look to those saints, and see the law at work in us.
How much we do not measure up.
Even as those saints also had their struggles.
Ex: Mother Theresa:
So many unanswered questions live within me afraid to uncover them—because of the blasphemy
—If there be God —please forgive me—When I try to raise my thoughts to Heaven—there is such
convicting emptiness that those very thoughts return like sharp knives & hurt my very soul.

IV. God’s Declaration to you:
Simul Estes Et Peccator

Simultaneously Saint and Sinner.
A. Yes, you and | fall short (and even doubt!)
B, yet You are “children of God” (1 John 3)
As it’s based on what God has done for you
And not how much of a “saint” you are.

C. And God brings us to the Table to join all the saints (Rev 7)
