24th Sunday after Pentecost 

I. “Day of  the Lord”    
 Last Week: Festival of All Saints Sunday 
   Where we remember those to have faced the “Law”  
 This week: Parable of the “10 virgins/maids”  
 

II.  Bridegroom was “delayed” (25:5) 
 Disciples expected Jesus to come back in the first century  
   Hence Paul needing to encourage church in 1 Thes 4  
 Yet, Jesus still has not come back 2000 years later 
   Even as the world seems so crazy 
 

III. “Watch, for you do know neither the day or the hour” (25:13) 
 Keep “oil” (25:4) in our lamps 
   Seen as spiritual practices, etc.  
   Seen also in planning for the future  
  Problem: we all will become “drowsy” and “sleep” (25:5)  
   See disciples in the Garden of Gethsemane  
   See our own lives today.   
   

IV. Gospel promise: “Here is the Bridegroom” 
 Given to all 10 of the young women. 
   Despite them becoming “drowsy” and “slept” 
 Notice that the 5 “foolish” still tried to follow law 
   Find oil—and in the process missed the banquet (25:8) 
 The “wise” “went in with him to the marriage feast”  
   “Ready” being: “available” not “Prepared”    
  And we join the banquet based on the bridegroom does for us, 
   not on what we give or have.   
   After all, all “fall asleep” waiting for the Lord (1 Thes 4)
